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The Path to Stability

The ground shaking Harvard/Berkeley study of 2014 rocked the
Charlotte area with the conclusion that a person born in the
lowest economic percentile in our region has only a 4.4% chance
of rising to a position of wealth; lowest among the 50 large cities
in the nationwide study.

That news changed a lot of perspectives on how we are
addressing the challenges of poverty and crisis in our region.
Most importantly the words “born into poverty” called our
collective attention to the children and implores the question;
“Why?”.

Our reality can be attributed to, in part, our compassionate
impulse to provide relief that addresses the immediate need and
our often misguided determination to fix the people in crisis. All
of that activity has distracted us from the brokenness of the
systems that are intended to provide stability and opportunity.

Our efforts have short-changed many young people who are not
equipped to succeed. We can refrain from placing all of the
responsibility on our school systems for that reality because
most of the determining factors are set in their early years. For
many, the course is set before they enter school.
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Jer. 6:16 (NIV)

Children of homelessness face food insecurity, poor
nutrition, family instability and other adverse
experiences that create life-long barriers and rob them of
potential. Of the children in homeless families served
last year in CCM’s housing programs, 40% were
preschool age; 53% were 12 years old or younger.

Regional emphasis has shifted toward programs that
focus on multi-generational impact and upward mobility.
The intent is to address the challenges of parents and
grandparents while ensuring that the needs of the
children directly affected by crisis are receiving equal or
greater attention and resources.

This is where CCM’s housing programs have been since
2010 and that is where we will continue to place our
greatest investment of time, energy, and prayer.

For the child who spends much of the first 3 to 5 years of
their life on CCM’s housing “Path to Stability”, we have
changed the trajectory of their future; making what was
once virtually impossible, possible.

It is not the easy road to quick results, but it is the path
we choose. Will you join us?
