Without safe stable housing, a person cannot properly 

store and prepare food, they cannot get a good night’s 

sleep or maintain appropriate hygiene, they cannot     

perform the necessary tasks to ensure success at school 

or performance in the workplace, they cannot engage or 

receive the services designed to help them overcome   

crisis, nor can they manage the stability to participate in 

community life. 

In 2017, Cabarrus County averaged more than 3 evictions 

per day and over 40 foreclosures per month.  Hundreds of 

families applied for housing relief.  Our school counselors 

identified over 450 homeless students for the 7th        

consecutive year.

Days later, 
Randy and his two children were living their Christmas miracle!
