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My phone rang last week, a fifty-two year old woman 

who has been sleeping in her car for the past six weeks; 

a victim of divorce, depression leading to loss of        

employment and then foreclosure, now disconnected 

from her children for lack of ability to house them. 

Two nights ago, eight different families applied for 

housing to avoid being homeless. Those of us             

addressing the problem of homelessness and housing 

crisis in Cabarrus County are waging a war with limited 

supplies on multiple fronts.   

Experiences from our January 2018 P.I.T. Count         

continue to define the stark reality of homeless         

children, vulnerable females and desperate older adults 

right here in our neighborhoods.   

Talking about homelessness always leads to two things; 

first a discovery of the realities within our own          

community and second, mortification. Rarely does it 

lead to solutions. 

The war against homelessness has multiple fronts, 

meaning we can break it down into individual battles 

and specific strategies.  We can address each one and 

overcome the odds.  We have what we need to win this 

war raging in Cabarrus County.  It is my hope you will 

choose a battle to engage and bring someone of like 

mind with you.
